About Aylesford Friars   
 

In the Archdiocese of Southwark and also known simply as "The 

Friars", Aylesford Priory in Kent is one of the ancient houses of the 

Carmelite Order, and a major place of pilgrimage. 
 

The Priory has been there since 1242 when a group of hermits were 

given land to establish a community by a crusader returning from the 

Holy Land. The hermits decided to adopt a mendicant friar’s lifestyle, 

serving Church and society and the priory in time was revered as a 

spiritual epicentre, nicknamed “the second Carmel”. After 

approximately 400 years in private ownership, the Carmelite order 

bought the site back in 1949. The site is dedicated to Our Lady of the 

Assumption and various chapels are dedicated to Carmel saints.
